• CC endorsed the 2024/25 budget, which will be presented to the congregation for approval 

at the Congregational Budget Meeting on Sunday 18th August. 

• As part of GUC's Family and Young People's Ministry Plan, CC has agreed to commence 

the ‘Growing Young’ program.  This program provides a starting place for us to reflect,  

discern and take steps towards being a church that attracts and keeps young people in our 

church, while growing a healthy and thriving cross-generational congregation. ‘Growing 

Young’ will be supported by the Synod Pulse Team and will be presented to the  

congregation on Sunday 25 August. 

• Synod's Uniting Mission and Education and Canberra Region Presbytery will be hosting a 

Kids/Youth event at Kippax Uniting Church on Friday 23 August. Details are in the bulletin.
