• This week we join the Canberra Region Presbytery in praying for Missional Initiatives and 

Collaborative Projects. We give thanks for the Dwelling Together events from 22-25th  

August. This collaboration between Uniting Mission and Education and the Canberra  

Region Presbytery. We pray for the potential planting of new faith communities, including 

the initiative being explored in the Molonglo Valley, ACT. We pray for those who will form 

and nurture these new expressions of church and for the communities they will serve. We 

give thanks for the numerous initiatives all over the Canberra Region Presbytery; some new 

and grassroots, others long-established, others somewhere in between.
