All those cards are now hanging on the wall in the 

church. Did you know that our friends in this church speak at least 17 different languages at home 

with their family? On the Sunday when we wrote ‘Welcome’, half of us wrote in English and half of 

us wrote in another language. We speak Cantonese, Mandarin, German, Korean, Indonesian, 

Swahili, French, Arabic, Fijian, Hindi, Urdu, Welsh, Japanese, Sinhala, Albanian, Sierra Leone 

Creole and English. Some of us can also speak or read some Spanish, Italian, Greek, Portuguese 

and Papua New Guinea Tok Pisin.
